INVITATION TO BID

The Port of Kennewick will receive bids for the Cedars Parking Lot Project at the Port office,
350 Clover Island Drive, Suite 200, Kennewick, WA 99336 until 2:00 pm, local time on August
2, 2011. Bid proposals must be in a sealed envelope, which shall be clearly marked “Cedars
Bid” and show the name and address of the bidder.

The project consists of constructing a 26,000 SF parking lot, related drainage, lighting, and
landscaping at the Port of Kennewick’s Clover Island in Kennewick, WA. There are bid
alternates for a second, 7,900 SF parking lot and additional lighting.

Bid proposals must be accompanied by a certified check, cashiers check, or surety bond in an
amount equal to 5% of the amount of such bid proposal. Each bid proposal shall be accompanied
by a properly executed Assurance of Nondiscrimination.

GENERAL CONDITIONS

WORK COMTEMPLATED ANDAWARD

The work contemplated consists of constructing two parking lots and the associated drainage,
landscaping, irrigation and lighting with each parking lot at the Port of Kennewick’s Clover
Island in Kennewick, WA.

Contractor shall provide all construction staking. Port shall provide testing of materials.

The work shall be bid in three parts:

The Base Bid is the parking lot serving Cedars Restaurant at the east end of its property,
approximately 22,000 SF paving, 5300 SF landscaping, and lighting as designated on the
plans.

Alternate A is the parking lot serving the Clover Island Tnn at the west end of its property,
approximately 7,900 SF of paving, 600 SF landscaping, 750 SF sidewalk, and lighting as
designated on the plans.

Alternate B is lighting for the Clover Island Inn at its east parking lot as shown on the plans.
The Port shall award the work to the lowest, responsive bidder whom the Port believes best

serves its interest. This may or may not include one or both Alternates. The Port may not
award the work to any bidder, if the Port believes that best serves its interests.

CONTRACTOR’S REGISTRATION

Only Contractors registered with the State of Washington in accordance with Washington
laws, may bid on this project. Bidder’s Registration Number shall be furnished in the space
provided on the Bid form.

PRE-BID INSPECTION

There is no formal pre-bid tour for the proposed work. Before submitting his/her proposal, the
bidder should examine the site of the work and ascertain for himself all of the physical
conditions in relation thereto. Failure to take this precaution will not release the successful
bidder from entering into a contract as awarded, nor excuse him/her from performing the work
in strict accordance with the executed contract.



4, PREPARATION OF PROPOSALS

Proposals must be submitted on the proposal forms provided by the Port and enclosed in a
sealed envelope as instructed.

Each Proposal must be accompanied by a Bid Bond, Cashier’s Check, or Certified Check
payable to the Port, in the amount of five percent (5%) of the total bid, including both
alternatives. Such checks or bond will be returned to the unsuccessful bidders after the Port
and accepted vendor have executed the Contract, and the successful vendor has posted the
required bonds.

All prices shall be in legible figures (not words) written in ink or typed. The Port does pay
Washington state sales tax which should be shown as a separate item. The proposal shall
include:

A total bid lump sum price for each part of the work without WS Sales tax ,
The total of the three bid items,

The calculated WS sales tax for the total of the bid items,

The total including WS sales tax,

Prices shall be net, F.O.B. job site unless otherwise stated, and shall not be subject to any
discounts or other conditions. The prices shall include all items of labor, material,
equipment, overhead and compensation to complete all of the work under each particular
heading.

In the space provided on the signature sheet, the bidder shall confirm that any or all addenda
have been received.

Each Bid shall include:

a. A completed and signed Proposal

b. A properly executed Bid Bond, Cashier’s Check, or Certified Check in the amount of
five percent (5%) of the total bid amount

c. A properly signed Assurance of Non-Discrimination

QUANTITIES

Bid items calling for unit prices show estimated quantities of work to be performed.
These quantities, although shown with as much accuracy as possible, are approximate only
and are for Bidding purposes only. Payment of the Contractor shall be made on the Work
actually performed by the Contractor. The Port reserves the right to increase or decrease the
amount of the quantities as may be deemed necessary with adjustments to the unit Bid
prices, as described in item 24, CHANGES.



6. BIDDER’S QUALIFICATIONS

Bidders and / or their subcontractors may be required to submit evidence as to their ability to
carry out the work and should be prepared to satisfy the Port as to their competency for
performing the work satisfactorily and within the time stated in the specifications and
conditions attached.

In determining the most responsible bidder, the Port reserves the right to take into the
account the bidder’s and proposed subcontractor’s experience and record of work.

7. PROHIBITION OF ALTERATIONS

There are specific Plans for the work; no modifications to the Plans will be permitted
without the Port’s prior approval.

Except as otherwise provided herein, proposals which are incomplete or which are
conditioned in any way, or which contain erasers, alterations, or items not called for in the
proposal, or which are not in conformity to the law, may be rejected as informal. A
conditional or qualified Bid will not be considered.

Only the amounts and information asked for on the proposal form furnished will be

considered as the bid. Each bidder shall bid upon the work exactly as specified and as
provided in the proposal form.

8. CONDITIONS

The bidder is fully responsible for obtaining all information for the preparation of this bid
and for the execution of the work.

9. INDEMNIFICATION

a. The Contractor assumes full responsibility for and shall indemnify the Port for any
damages to or loss of any Port property, including buildings, fixtures, furnishings, equipment,
supplies, accessories, or parts resulting in whole or in part from any negligent acts or omissions
of the Contractor, any subcontractor or any employee, agent or representative of the Contractor or
subcontractor.

b. The Contractor shall defend, hold harmless and indemnify the Port against any and all
liability, claims, costs of whatsoever kind and nature for injury to or death of any person or
persons and for loss or damage to any property occurring in connection with or in any way
incident to or arising out of the occupancy, use, service, operations, or performance of work
under the terms of this contract, resulting in whole or in part from the negligent acts or omissions
of Contractor, any subcontractor, or any employee, agent or representative of the Contractor or



subcontractor. With respect to the performance of this contract and as to claims against the Port,
its officers, agents and employees, the Contractor expressly waives its immunities under Title 51
of the Revised Code of Washington, the Industrial Insurance Act, for injuries to its employees
and agrees that the obligation to indemnify, defend and hold harmless provided for in this
paragraph extends to any claim brought by or on behalf of any employee of the Contractor. This
waiver is mutually negotiated by the parties.

€ The Contractor expressly waives immunity for injuries to its employees and agrees that
the obligation to indemnify, defend and hold harmless provided for in this Contract extends to
any claim brought by or on behalf of any employee of the Contractor. This waiver is mutually
negotiated by the partics. This shall not apply to any damages resulting from the sole negligence
of the Port, its agents and employees. To the extent that any of the damages referenced herein
were caused by or resulted from the concurrent negligence of the Port, its agent or employees, the
obligations provided herein to indemnify, defend and hold harmless is valid and enforceable only
to the extent of the negligence of the Contractor, its officers, agents and employees.

10. PERMITS

The Contractor shall obtain and pay for all permits and approvals required for the execution
of the work and provide copies to the Port.

11. INSURANCE

The Contractor shall obtain and maintain continuously the following insurance coverages:

4. Owners and Contractors Protective Insurance providing bodily injury and property
damage liability with limits of $1,000,000 per occurrence and in aggregate.

b. Commercial General Liability
1) Each Occurrence -- $1,000,000
2) Aggregate -- $2,000,000 for each policy year
3) Products and completed operations coverage shall be provided for a period of one

year following final acceptance of the work.

c. Commercial Automobile Liability coverage providing bodily injury and property damage
liability coverage for all owned and non-owned vehicles used in the work for a combined
single limit of not less than $1,000,000 each occurrence.

d. Workmen’s Compensation coverage as required by the Washington State Department of

Labor and Industries.

The Contractor shall provide the Port not later than fifteen days from date of Notice of
Award with Certificate(s) of Insurance for the foregoing coverages which designate the Port
as an additional insured with respect to the Contractor’s participation in the contract and
which include a provision that the coverage shall not be canceled, terminated, or otherwise
modified without thirty days prior written notice provided to the Port.
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COMPLIANCE WITH LAWS AND REGULATIONS

The Contractor shall fully comply with all federal, state and county rules and regulations
which may be applicable to the work performed by the Contractor under the contract,
including but not limited to the provisions of Chapter 18.27 RCW relating to registration of
Contractors; Chapter 39.12 RCW relating to prevailing wages on public works contracts;
Chapter 49.28 RCW relating to the hours of labor and Chapter 49.60 relating to law against
discrimination.

Non-Discrimination Policy It is the policy of the Port that no person shall be subjected
to discrimination by its contractors because of race, color, national origin, sex, age, religion,
creed, marital status, disabled or Vietnam era veteran status, or the presence of any physical,
mental or sensory handicap.

WAGE RATES

The prevailing rate of wage to be paid to all workmen, laborers or mechanics employed in
the performance of any part of this contract shall be in accordance with Chapter 39.12 RCW,
as amended, and the provisions of the rules and regulations of the Department of Labor and
Industries of the State of Washington. The prevailing wage rates for the locality or localities
where this contract will be performed shall be determined by the Industrial Statistician of the
Department of Labor and Industries, and are by reference made a part of this contract as
though fully set forth herein.

The Prevailing Wage Rates that will apply to this Contract will be the latest in the Prevailing
Wage Rates for Public Works Contracts in Washington as published by the Washington
State Department of Labor and Industries 10 days prior to the date of Bid Opening.

Current prevailing wage data will be furnished upon request to the Department of Labor and

Industries, P. O. Box 44540, Olympia, WA 98504-4540, telephone (360) 902-5335 or on
the internet at www.Ini.wa.gov/prevailingwage.

BID VALIDATION

The bid shall be valid for the time stated in the Proposal.

CONTRACT

Within fifteen (15) calendar days of notice of award, the Contractor shall execute a contract.
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PERFORMANCE AND PAYMENT BOND

The Contractor shall furnish to the Port a Performance Bond and Payment Bond in the
amount equal to 100% of the contract sum as security for the performance by the Contractor
of this contract, within 15 calendar days of notice of award.

SCHEDULE / SCHEDULE OF VALUES / PROGRESS / LIQUIDATED DAMAGES

The time of completion of the Work to be performed under this contract is the essence of the
contract. The time allowed for completion of the Work and any liquidated damages are
stated in the Proposal.

The Contractor, within fifteen (15) calendar days after being awarded the contract, shall
submit to the Port a proposed construction schedule providing a reasonable plan for
completion of the separate parts of the work and all work within the times specified. The
Contractor shall be prepared to complete the project within the time allowed for completion
of the Work and subject to the liquidated damages as stated in the Proposal.

The Contractor, within fifteen (15) calendar days after being awarded the contract, shall
submit to the Port a proposed construction schedule of values showing the values of the
demolition, paving, drainage, landscaping, irrigation, lighting, and miscellaneous items which
total exactly to the Contractor’s Subtotal without sales tax. The Port and Contractor shall
mutually adjust and agree that the final schedule of values is a true representation of the
relative value of those items. The final schedule of values shall be the basis for the
Contractor’s progress payments as summation of the percentages complete for the items then

totaled.

INSPECTION

All work will be inspected by a Port representative. Work will be to the Port’s satisfaction.

The Contractor shall be responsible for scheduling any other agency inspections required.

GUARANTEES

The Contractor unconditionally guarantees all materials and workmanship for a period of one
year following the date of Final Acceptance.

ON-SITE STORAGE

All materials on site must be completely protected from the elements. Verify location of
stored materials and equipment with the Port.
