INTRODUCTION

The following information is provided to communicate a uniform policy that shall
apply to everyone while visiting or using Port of Kennewick public spaces that are
open to the general public and to describe the services available in certain Port of
Kennewick public spaces.

Reservations and scheduling for use of these public spaces are required for any
community, special or private event that involves more than visiting or routine use
by the public at large.

The following public spaces (please see attached map) have been categorized for
their intended type of use and are available to the public for community or private
activities:

Lighthouse Plaza, Clover Island, Kennewick, WA — 125 person
capacity

BBQ Plaza, Clover Island, Kennewick, WA — 30 person capacity
